
Design Option 1

This design option would maintain the connectivity of Smith Road from the east leg of the intersection of 40th Ave 
and Colorado Boulevard east along the north edge of the Park Hill Golf Course, north along the west edge of the 
Park Hill Golf Course, and then east back onto the existing Smith Road alignment adjacent to the commuter rail. 
Albion Street would remain to provide local access to the properties north of the new Smith Road alignment and 
east of Colorado Boulevard. Potential benefits and impacts of this design option are in the DEIS and the FEIS.

Smith Road Realignment Design Options
Smith Road at Colorado Boulevard would need to be realigned because the space under the existing Colorado 
Boulevard bridge cannot accommodate the freight tracks, commuter rail tracks, and Smith Road. A design 
option was developed for the FEIS in response to DEIS comments and in coordination with potentially 
impacted stakeholders to minimize the property acquisition and noise impacts to the Park Hill Golf Course. 
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Design Option 2 (FEIS Preferred Alternative)

This design option would use existing Albion Street for the Smith Road realignment. This option would eliminate 
the ramp from northbound Colorado Boulevard to eastbound Smith Road. This movement would access Smith 
Road via the intersection of 40th Avenue and Colorado Boulevard. The connections of Albion Street to 40th Avenue 
and to Smith Road would be modified. This design option is included in the FEIS Preferred Alternative because it 
better minimizes impacts to the Park Hill Golf Course and has stakeholder support.
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
